W RESUMEN:

i‘_ Laobrade Kant ha gjercido una gran influencia en la psicologia. Durante su periodo precritico, profesd
lecciones de una psicologia del alma, como las de Wolff y Baumgarten. Su posterior filosofia criticale
[levd anegar lacondicion de ciencia ala psicologia sustancialista, y a cuestionar laidea del alma desde la
razon teorica, para luego reaparecer en larazon practica.

Su doctrina abrié el camino de una psicologia cientifica sobre os fendmenos psicol 6gicos, y permitio a
algunos identificar las estructuras apriori con e propio organismo, fundando la psicologiaen la
fisiologia, como hizo la obrade W. Wundt.

ABSTRACT:

The development of scientific psychology has been largely influenced by the Kantian thought. Whilein its early years he
maintained a psychology as a knowledge of the human soul, not far from the positions of Wolff and Baumgarten, after
his critical turnpoint he strongly critiziced the substantial soul on theoretical grounds, and denied to psychology the status
of ascience, athough he recovered that idea through the needs of the practical reason.

He also paved the way not only for a fenomenistic approach to the mind, but also for a biased interpretation of the a
priori structures of the mind, then conceived as physiological structures that would permit the construction of a
physiological psychology like the Wundtian one.
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
